Aligned with continued biomedical advancements in antiretroviral therapy 
that are allowing people to age with HIV and expanding options for pre-
vention therapies that move us closer to a future free of new HIV cases, 
2026USCHA will focus on “whole-person health.”

California’s HIV history began in 1981 with the first recognized AIDS cases in Los Angeles and San Francisco, leading 
to significant early research, community activism, and pioneering public health responses, including state funding for 
education, treatment, and harm reduction, making it a disproportionate hub for early understanding and policy devel-
opment.
